After being called in for an extra legislative session day and spending hours waiting for a debate that never really got off the ground, House lawmakers were left wondering this week why the crucial funding bills for Pennsylvania’s state related universities never came up for a vote.

Rep. Mike Turzai (R-Allegheny) the House Republican Whip, said Democrat leaders are continuing to hold students and universities hostage until they can muster support for their version of gambling expansion.
